You should always be careful of what you
post online. You should never post:



Every Action Has a Reaction

Every action that we make in life has a reaction.
The same goes for what we post online. 

What you post online gives people an idea of
who you are, what you believe in, what you

like, what you dislike, etc.

If you post content that is not appropriate, such
as sexual images or verbally abusive words,

people may have a negative image of you. If you
want to depict a positive image, it is important

to be mindful of what we say and do.



Negative Consequences

Posting harmful things online can impact even
more than just people’s perception of you.

It could impact your future educational
opportunities (i.e. college, law school, medical

school) and job opportunities.

You do not want something you posted today
to negatively impact the rest of your life.

Always be mindful of what you post.

Sexting

Sending someone a nude image or sexually
explicit video can also have severe negative

consequences.

This online action can seem fun and flirty in
the moment, but soon, that image could be

posted online. This could lead to you
feeling violated, embarrassed, ashamed,
and even lead to anxiety, depression, or

suicidal thoughts.

In some instances, sexting can lead to
being trafficked.



Sexting

Sexting is sending, forwarding, or receiving a sexually explicit message, nude or
partially nude image or video via cell phone, computer, or other electronic device

If you are under the age of 18, a nude image of yourself is child pornography.



Risks of Sexting

There are risks associated with sending a nude image of yourself.

Sent or forwarded to others without your permission.

Posted on social media or inappropriate websites.

Getting you in trouble with school, your parents,
future job opportunities, or educational experiences.

Used to embarrass or bully you at school
